Mockups For New Channels / Services & Enhancements

Creating mockups either from scratch or wireframes / sketches supplied by the BAs.

Effective mockup creation requires a thorough knowledge of page element composition, typography, colour theory, use of grids and importantly the coding knowledge to know what will translate to HTML/CSS effectively.

Form and UI component design and prototyping

Development of new and updated controls, floating validation, info box etc – this involves graphic design of the control, HTML and CSS coding plus JavaScript programming to generate a working example that can be built into the web framework.

Form design – ensuring the form is clearly laid out, easy to follow and uses the correct elements to render the questions.

HTML creation for new / updated pages

New pages coded to W3C HTML standards. This is for the following reasons

· To ensure no rendering problems in varying browsers.

· To maximise search robot crawl and indexing potential.

· To be as accessible as possible for users using screen readers or other assistive technology. 

To ensure this the pages need to be constructed by someone with an intrinsic understanding of HTML, who knows what elements and attributes to use for specific requirements and ensures separation of presentation, content and behaviour.

CSS creation

CSS created in accordance with our coding standards. This included a complete rewrite of the framework CSS (Unified CSS) to ensure a stable base that would serve to provide the presentation layer for the entire site, including partner pages.

Creation of images and icons

These may be simply cropped stock photos, or buttons, or more complex such as logos, icons, or manipulated photos. They are named according to the adopted image naming conventions and stored in the Central Image Repository.

Sourcing of stock photography

Stock photography used as page furniture (rather than as part of the content as illustration) must be carefully sourced 

The mood or theme the image suggests

How it fits colour wise

Suitability to be cropped into a selected size (if required)

Background or not

Often purchased images will need adjustment before use, or combining to create a composite

[homepage scales]

Images used for content, eg. Photos of Paris for designation guides, are sourced by commercial.

Creation and maintenance of the UI Vision / Manual Of Style

Updating of the Wiki document, including screenshots and 

HTML & CSS advice to other teams

Frequently developers will encounter HTML or CSS issues which are beyond their ability to fix. This is understandable given that they are primarily .NET programmers and the way in which CSS is used on our sites is at a fairly advanced level. I always make a point of showing the developer what I am doing to fix the problem, or explaining to them what to do so they learn why it happens and potentially how to fix similar issues in future.

SEO advice and support to the SEO team

This is not officially part of my role, but in the absence of anyone technical on the SEO team my knowledge in this area has been called upon, including the recent loss of positions issue. 

Interviewing for similar roles, writing interview questions

I have been involved with interviewing several candidates for both design and SEO related jobs. Due to my experience in both area I have also been asked to write interview questions / tests.

Reviewing of the HTML/CSS of completed .NET pages

After pages are coded they must be reviewed to ensure the HTML and CSS meets with our coding standards and matches as close as possible to the original prototype pages. There will invariably be some variation due to the limitations of .NET, but aside from this the pages should be coded as originally intended.

Reviewing of the Functional Specifications for projects

As business analysts who may not have experience with user interface design and usability produce the FS documents, the FSs are reviewed to ensure compliance with the UI Vision and best practices. For example the correct use of controls for certain questions, the wording of error messages and the logical flow of the site must ensure the best possible user experience.
